At first glance the poem “Little Pigs” appears to have no meaning; however, after deeper scrutiny one may find that the poem has a message, albeit a simple one.  The poem presents the image of two pigs and contrasts them. One is said to go “to market” while the other “[stays] home” (ll. 1-2).  At the market the first pig buys some “roast beef”, and the second pig who stays at home has “none” (ll. 3-4). The first pig is overjoyed to have roast beef, since pigs usually eat waste and refuse from other animals. Therefore, he cries “wee-wee,” almost like a child on a roller coaster (l. 6). An eight line may say something about how the pig who stayed home cries to himself, since this poem emphasizes the contrast between the two animals.
